Report on the Financial Statements

1. We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Ahnmednagar Shahar Sahakari Bank Maryadit, which comprise the “N” form Balance Sheet as at 31 March 2020, and the Profit and Loss
Account for the year then ended, and a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

2. Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and fair view of the financial position, financial performance of the Bank in accordance with the Banking
Regulation Act 1949 (as applicable to colloperative societies), the guidelines issued by the RBI and the Registrar of Cooperative Societies, Maharashtra, the Maharashtra Col operative Societies Act,
1960, and the Maharashtra Colloperative Societies Rules, 1961, (as applicable) and generally accepted accounting principles in India so far as applicable to the Bank.

3. This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance with the provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Bank and for preventing and detecting
frauds and other irregularities; selection and application of appropriate accounting policies; making judgments’ and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and design, implementation and
maintenance of internal control, that were operating effectively for ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records, relevant to the preparation of the financial statements that give a
true and fair view and are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

4. In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Bank’s ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the
going concern basis of accounting unless management either intends to liquidate the Company or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Auditor’s Responsibility

5. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We have conducted our audit in accordance with Standards on Auditing issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India. Those Standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free
from material misstatements.

6. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with Standards on Auditing will always detect a materialmisstatement when it exists.
Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on the
basis of these financial statements.

7. An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s judgment and
professional skepticism throughout the audit. We also:

e. Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the financial statements, including the disclosures, and whether the financial statements represent the underlying transactions and
events ina manner that achieves fair presentation.

Opinion

8. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the aforesaid financial statements together with the Notes thereon give the information required by the
Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (as applicable to col operative societies), the Maharashtra Cooperative Societies Act, 1960, the Maharashtra Cooperative Societies Rules, 1961 and guidelines issued by
Reserve Bank of India and Registrar of Cooperative societies, Maharashtra in the manner so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in
India:

(a) Inthe case of the Balance Sheet, of state of affairs of the Bank as at 31st March 2020;

(b) Inthe case of the Profitand Loss Account, of the profit/loss for the year ended on that date; and

Basis for Opinion

9. We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAl). Our responsibilities under those standards are further
described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the bank in accordance with the code of ethics issued by the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India together with ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements in [jurisdiction], and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in
accordance with these requirements and the code of ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion subject to scope
limitations due to Covid-19.

Scope Limitation due to COVID 19
The opinion expressed in the present report is based on the limited information, facts and inputs made available to us by the banks management. We wish to highlight that due to the COVID 19 induced
restrictions on physical movement and strict timelines, the entire audit team could not visit the all branches for undertaking the required audit procedures as prescribed under ICAl's issued Standards on
Auditing. Verification of items like cash, security items, fixed assets, loan documents, and alarm system and other items which are to be verified at the branch could not be verified and in all such cases
reports / notes from the branch managers / Internal auditors is obtained and we have placed reliance on the same. We are unable to verify vouchers, etc. and our report is subject to the items not verified
by us, the list of such items enumerated as under:

(a) Inspection, observation, examination and verification of the original documents/ files

(b)  Physical verification of cash /stationery items including adequate internal controls thereof

(c) Examination of the various documents with regard to primary and collateral security

(d) Verification of the valuation and legal reports of the Immovable properties charged to the bank branch

(e) Scrutiny of the cash credit facility documents files /Stock statements/book statements/FSs submitted by borrowers

(f)  Scrutiny of the Sanction/Renewals/ Review/ appraisal / disbursement/ compliance and detailed documentation as per laid down procedures including execution of requisite documentation

(9) Examination of the Inspection/visit reports of the branch officials

(h)  Observation with regard to dual custody of cash in hand/ATM

(i)  Examination of the FAregister, physical verification process / Stationery movement records etc.

j Observation with regard to access controls and data security
